Minutes
Public meeting of Hill Zoning Board of Adjustment
29 July 2008

ZBA Board members present: Robert Helmers, Gerry Weinert, Shaun Bresnahan, John Nesteruk
Applicant: Carl Overlock, Chris Seufert
Public: about 20 residents (list in file)

Meeting was opened at 7:00 p.m. The board approved the minutes of the 17 July public hearing
with a correction of Mr. David’s comments regarding the number of trucks/day.

Mr. Helmers requested that the audience refrain from comment during the deliberation process.

The checklist of criteria under RSA 155 E and the town zoning ordinance was reviewed. The
board moved quickly through the dimensional requirements finding that all criteria were met
(copy of checklist is in file). A few questions were asked of the applicants, who submitted a letter
from Eckman Engineering addressing compliance with state standards. The 155 E special
exception criteria were not addressed. In consideration of the Hill Zoning Ordinance criterion #1,
Mr. Weinert stated that he did not think a crusher or other noisy operations were consistent with
the zoning ordinance. Mr. Nesteruk pointed out that the ZO allows sawmills and other activities.
Mr. Helmers stated that since the town had not addressed gravel pits, that RSA 155E allows
gravel pits as a use permitted by special exception and requirement #1 was fulfilled.

The board generated the following findings of fact:

1. This is an existing gravel pit, proposing new excavation on the property. The original
excavation was granted an excavation permit by the Hill Planning Board in (2002?). The
applicant (Redmond Associates) never obtained a special exception from the ZBA and the
planning board was unaware that one needed to be obtained under RSA 155-E. The property was
subsequently sold to the current owner, Bootjack Road LLC.

2. In 2007, the planning board and selectmen’s office received numerous complaints about the
gravel pit, mostly regarding truck traffic on Dearborn Road and noise from operations. The
selectmen’s office closed a portion of Dearborn Road to through trucking and limited trucking
hours on the portion of the road leading to Route 3.

3. Significant testimony was heard from abutters regarding displacement of wildlife and
destruction of habitat.

4. There have been no traffic violations or accidents since the re-direction of traffic.

5. Dust has been reduced. (Mr. Bresnahan noted that the abutter who filed for a tax abatement
acknowledged this)

6. Gravel pit employs 12 persons.

7. Ten abutters submitted letters objecting to sound and dust and other concerns. Other abutters
present at the hearing also objected to noise and dust.
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
